SEPTEMBER 2019

4) CHILDREN’S DAY CELEBRATION CUM WALKATHON @ PUNGGOL WATERWAY
PARK (3 October 2019)

The school will also be celebrating Children’s Day on Thursday, 3 October 2019. Students
will be participating in a variety of fun and exciting activities that will include a games and
sports carnival. Students are to come in their PE attire on that day.

In addition, as part of our school’s Values in Action (VIA) and health and awareness initiative,
our students will be participating in a walkathon at the Punggol Waterway Park. This event
is held in conjunction with the FairPrice Walk for Rice @ South East. With every 200m
walked, one bowl of white rice and one bowl of brown rice will be donated to underprivileged
families living in South East District. In addition, one additional bowl of instant oatmeal will
be donated for every 400m walked. Through this platform, we seek to develop our students
as socially responsible citizens who are ready to contribute back to their community

With the rollout of Parents Gateway (PG) across all schools in Singapore this year to allow
parents to engage closely with schools, our school has actively been using the system since
